GROW @ AS A DISCIPLE | PRAY, STUDY, ENGAGE, SERVE

We’re all familiar with the refrain to pray without ceasing. It starts
with Moses, who keeps his hands raised with the staff of God while
war waged against Israel. It carries over to the Apostles, and St. Paul
gives Timothy the exhortation to “be persistent whether it is conve-
nient or inconvenient.” Jesus affirms in the parable of the persistent
widow how important it is “to pray always without becoming weary.”

We simply must push forward and ask for help be-
cause Christ assures us God will “secure the rights of his chosen ones
who call out to him day and night.”
